
 
 

Directions to Knox Free Church, Tulloch Road, Perth, PH1 2PS 

If you approach the city on the A9 from the north, take the local bypass going from the Inveralmond 

(signposted Stirling, Glasgow) and after about a mile on this bypass take the exit for the A85 (signposted 

Perth City Centre), keeping to the Perth lane when you reach the A85. Go along the A85 towards Perth city 

centre for ½ mile then after the crematorium take the first turn on the left and then go right into Tulloch Terrace 

at the mini roundabout. The church is on the right hand side near the end of the street. 

If you approach the city on the A9 from the south, take the local bypass from the Broxden roundabout 

(signposted Inverness, Crianlarich) after a mile branch left (signposted Perth) A85, and at at the roundabout 

take the 3rd exit onto Crieff Road - A85 (signposted Perth City Centre). Go along the A85 towards Perth city 

centre for ½ mile then after the crematorium take the first turn on the left and then go right into Tulloch Terrace 

at the mini roundabout. The church is on the right hand side near the end of the street.

0.00 Start out at Perth Train Station  Unclassified  

0.03 Turn left onto Leonard Street - A989 A989 

0.09 Turn left onto St Andrew Street (signposted Ring Road)  A989 

0.36 At roundabout take the 2nd exit onto Caledonian Road - A989 A989 

0.14 At traffic signals turn left onto the A85 (signposted Inverness)  A85 

0.06 St Johnstone Service Station   A85 

0.30 At roundabout take the 2nd exit onto Crieff Road - A85 (signposted Crianlarich)  A85 

0.27 At mini-roundabout continue forward on the A85 A85 

0.80 Turn right onto Tulloch Terrace

0.21 Arrive at PH1 2PS,Perth  

 

If you come from the city centre, veer right from Crieff Road on to Tulloch Road after the pelican crossing just 

after the Original Factory Shop. Keep straight on past the mini-roundabout at Bracken Brae. The first turn on the 

left after the bus shelter is Tulloch Terrace and the church is on the left-hand side of the street.
